Dear friends and supporters in prayers, greetings to you from Ústí. Thank you for your 

prayers and fellowship in the Holy Spirit. I am grateful to the Lord that I can frequently 

experience God's response to your prayers. I can see that the spiritual support and 

encouragements that come are the work of faithful Christians who persevere in prayers for us.  

In February, I had several opportunities to speak with Kristýna's son Pavel who lives in 

England. He needed a new passport so he had to spent a few weeks in the Czech Republic. Lord 

God prepared our dialogues and as a result, I could explain the gospel to him clearly. Paul 

understands the gospel and knows that accepting it is a definitive step which he is not willing to 

take just yet. Please pray for him so that God would give him grace to rely fully on Christ's 

sacrifice on the cross, turn away from his old way of life and start walking with God.  

There are several events ahead of us that we want to use to sow God's word. During Easter 

time, we would like to distribute leaflets in the city center. We are also getting ready for Řipská 

fair (on Říp mount) where thousands and thousands of people flock every year. Along with the 

Roudnice and Kladno churches, we want to give out gospel tracts.  

At the end of May, we plan to meet together again with Kladno and Roudnice churches for 

Sunday worship - this time in Ústí. We had a congregation like this in Roudnice in February and 

enjoyed a nice time of fellowship in one Spirit. Also, we started meeting more often as leaders 

of churches (together with Marcus from Kladno and Milan from Roudnice). We need mutual 

encouragement on our way of following Christ and have a time of sharing God's dealings with us 

and our churches.  

We've been preparing our summer English Camp, this time in a new place - Kamenický Šenov 

in the northern Bohemia. We pray for you, especially those who would like to come and serve at 

the English Camp as teachers and witnesses of the resurrected Lord. We also pray that the Lord 

would fill up the camp capacity with people who would be ready to hear the gospel.  

Furthermore, we pray for Petr Papež and his relationship with Valerie - at the moment it 

seems that Petr would get married in the summer and move to another town, which is quite far 

from Ústí or Kladno. We pray that a new church could come into existence in the town.  
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The Lord has given our congregation a special privilege and gift and we need wisdom to deal 

with the extraordinary gift. I'm talking about an interesting interconnection - the church elders 

are at the same time responsible for the magazine I've been working for (Zápas od duši) and 

which is read by Christians throughout our country. Moreover, they take part in the work of 

Poutníkova četba publishing house which publishes conservative reformed books (recently 

published titles are: C. H. Spurgeon – a collection of sermons, R. C. Sproul – Reason to Believe, a 

J. Owen – Thinking Spiritually).  

Please pray for God's leading in all these matters so that God would be glorified in all that we 

do. We don't really have great ambitions, we just want to be faithful in multiplying the talents 

we received to God's glory.  

We want to continue helping with the exposition of God's word in Kladno church. Also, we 

want to prepare another conference - in January 2011 - which would be on God's holiness and 

its impact on Christian life.  

As for our family, we have been enjoying lots of blessing by God's grace. We can see His 

dealings in our lives. Alenka and I rejoice to see our children read God's Word faithfully and 

have spiritual benefit from their presence at church meetings. We can see they are anchored in 

Christ and we pray for wisdom in leading our teenagers to an ever deepening relationship with 

our Lord. At times, this isn't easy since they are teenagers, but God has been giving us strength 

and grace.
