Romans 5:9-11
4. How does Christ’s blood save us from the wrath of God? (5:9)

5. Why is it significant that we were reconciled while we were 
“enemies”? (5:10) How should this truth change the way we view 
our Christian life?

6. What attitude should we have as we reflect on the fact that we have 
been reconciled to God? (5:11) How do you need to reflect more 
often on this great truth?
